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A Short Biography of Imam As-Sa' di ~) 

He is the 'Alldmah, the Faqih, the Usz,/i, the Zdhid and Shaykh of al-Q asim: 

Abu 'Abdullah 'Abdur-Rahman bin Nasir bin 'Abdullah bin Nasir bin Hamd, 
from the family of Sa'di, at-Tamimi {which is from the tribe of Banu Tamim). 
He was born in Unayzah, located in the province of al-Qasim, Saudi Arabia, on 
the 12th of Muharram, in the year 1307 A.H. 

By the age of eight years, the Shaykh lost both h is mother and father. Before 
his death, the Shaykh 's father rook great care of his children's upbringing and 
entrusted his eldest son Hamd with nurturing them. Consequently, Hamd 

made great efforts in providing the Shaykh with a righteous environment and 

encouraged him ro seek knowledge. The Shaykh began his studies by 
completing his memorisation of the Qur'an, which he finished by the age of 
11 , after ""hich he continued by studying the Islamic sciences including: Tafiir, 

Hadith and its sciences, 'A qidah, Usu!, the Arabic language , etc. and paid great 
au ention ro the books of Shaykh-ul-lsldm Ibnu Taymiyyah, and his student 
Shaykh-ul-lsldm Ibnu Qayyim. 

The Shaykh began teaching at the age of 23 years and combined both 

learning and teaching by spending his time reading ro his teachers or reaching 
his pupils or revising and researching his books; he continued upon this 
methodology until he became an lmdm amongst the people of knowledge. 

The Shaykh studied the Islamic sciences at the feet of several scholars, from 

them: 
I. Shaykh Ibrahim bin Hamd bin Jasir (d. 1337 A.H .), who was the 

Shaykh's first teacher tO whom he read the books of Fiqh, Uslil and the 
Arabic language. 

2. Shaykh Silih bin 'Uthman al-Q adi (d.1 35 1 A.H.), the Supreme Judge 

of U nayzah from whom Shaykh as-Sa'di took the most knowledge 
from, he learnt from him Tawhid, Tafiir, Fiqh (in Ustil and Funi) and 
the Arabic language. 

3. Shaykh Muhammad al-Amin ash-Shinqiti (d. I 35 I A.H.), with whom 
he studied Tafiir, Hadith, the sciences of Hadith and the Arabic 

language. 
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The Shaykh caught many students, the most senior of whom are: 

I . Shaykh 'Abdulllah bin 'Abdul-'Aziz bin 'Aqil 

2. Shaykh Muhammad bin Salih al-'Uchaymin tt, 
3. Shaykh 'Abdullah bin 'Abdur-Rahman al-Bassam ii.I 

4. Shaykh 'Abdul-'Aziz bin Muhammad as-Salman
